BOOK REVIEW 

Fattyouffs and Thinifers by Andre Maurois. 
illustrated by Fritz Wegner (Alfred A. 

·Knopf, NY, copyright 1930, 1968. 88 pages)

Members who read Dr. Weiss' book reviews regularly know that 
she does not hesitate to be critical when necessary; in fact, 
she sometimes accuses us of making her read the worst books 
in the field of "weight control." This month, she is happy 
to report that, for a change, she enjoyed the experience! 

Fattypuff s and Thinif ers is a serious 
and timely allegory masquerading as a de­
lightful children's book. One afternoon, 
two brothers, fat Edmund and skinny Terry 
found a grotto leading straight to the cen­
ter of the earth. Arriving there they are 
separated and sent respectively to the 
Kingdom of the Fattypuffs and the Republic 
of the Ihinifers. 

The Fattypuff s are delightful people 
descended from the gentle Puffs and the 
brave Fattys and combining the virtues of 
both. The Thinifers are an austere lot 
befitting a people destined to exercise and 
starvation. 

The two countries have been at war 
trying to resolve the proper name of an is­
land lying between their two countries. 
After some further difficulties the two 
countries unite as the United Kingdoms of 
Fattypuff and Ihinifer. King Plumpapuff is 
declared soveriegn, over the Ihinifer con­
stitution, and the Ministry of Slimming is 
abolished. 

The boys, having accomplished a sig­
nificant mission, decide they miss their 
parents and that it's time to return home 
to the earth's surface. 

If only real life followed the same 
pattern! And if only I could visit the 
delightful United Kingdomsa well, next best 
is reading this book, which is beautifully 
illustrated and reads very well. Put it 
on your gift list.

GROUP TRAYEL, ANYQNE? 
NAAFA is considering group travel to

GROUP INSURANCE, ANYQ'JE? 
A NAAFA committee is now studying the 

possible benefits of a group health insur­
ance plan for NAAFA members. Many members 
have told of inability to take out health 
insurance due to their weight. I f you are 
in favor of such a program, or have some 
helpful experience with insurance companies, 
please write to us . 

NAAfA-DAIF; 
After the last matching period which 

ended on May 21, there were a total of 77 
people in the program, including 21 men 
and 56 women. Of these, 13 men and 39 
women received new matches. And, 6 men 
and 14 women have never received any 
matches. Few or no matches are usually the 
result of being too specific, especiallY, in 
the areas of religion (25%), weight (60%), 
and age (33%). 

Due to the possible postal strike, and 
al s o to accommodate many newly-joined NAAFA 
members in the New York area who wish to 
join NAAFA-DATE, the resistration deadline 
is being changed to August 211 please have 
your application in by that date.

DUES INCREASE 
The Board of Directors has announced 

a dues increase in all categories. Most 
notable is the increase of the cost of 
regular membership from $8 to $10, effect­
ive June 13. The move was made necessary 
by the ri8e in general p:ice levels ?f 
printing, telephone service, and office 
supplies. 

Ihe Board voted down proposals for 
increases to $12 or even $15. The minor­
ity opinion held that such increases were 
justifiable to provide more and better 
services to members, and aid to local chap­
ters. However, most Board members felt 
th.'it these additional services did not 
jw;tify any more than the dues increase of 
~l. and that many NAAFA members could not 
afford such increases. 

Ihe increases apply primarily to mem­
bers joining after June 13. Old members 
will be able to renew at the old rates for 
:;,everal months. 

FAT POWER 
The book with the above title, which 

is ~ definitive book on size discrimin­
ation, and has been called the "bible of 
fat liberation", has just been reduced in 
price. Due to a favorable arrangement with 
the publisher, the NAAFA Book Service has 
been able to drop the price from $4.95 to 
$2.50, postpaid. 

NEW ADVISOR 
NAAFA has added another advisor to 

its rolls, The Board has chosen Natalie 
Allon, Ph.D. to fill this position, Dr. 
Allon earned her Doctorate in Sociology at 
the Brandeis University, She titled her 
dissertation "Group Die.ting Interact ion a" 
she emerged from her research program high­
ly interested and enthusiastic about NAAFA 
and its purposes. Shortly thereafter, she 
contacted us, and has since succeeded in 
motivating more than one of her students 
at Hofstra University to do research pro­
jects of interest to NAAFA. 

Dr. Allon gave a short discussion at 
last year's NAAFA convention, entitled, 
"Feeling Good About Your Body - A Discus­
sion." She has recently been selected to 
represent NAAFA and her own findings in 
sociology at the fall seminar on •• obesity" 
to be given by the National Institute of 
Health in Bethesda, Maryland.

You--can imagi ne the com­
plai nts we received in the f ollowing mail! And, 
las t year there were no photogr aphs of the can­
didates on the ballot. I hope you agree that this 
year was an improvement on all counts. 

To those who scoff at the electoral process, 
I suppose such elections leave a lot to be desired. 
Each year will bring improvements, however. 

ON WATERGATE 

The events of recent months have attracted the 
comments of nearly every columnist; I will confine 
my remarks to only two aspects of the Watergate 
scandal: 

First, that currently the media (press, radio, 
TV, etc.) has been having a field day devoting 
coverage to the Watergate proceedings, as well they 
might. It's fortunate for NAAFA that we continue 
to get the amount of publicity that we do. One 
casualty is the delaying of a piece about NAAFA 
that was to have appeared several weeks ago on 
ABC-TV, The Harry Reasoner Report, seen nationally 
on Saturday evenings. However, we are told that 
the film footage on NAAFA is just being held for a 
propitious moment, and that the current political 
scene is getting first priority. 

Second, that the events of Watergate are 
undermining what little confidence the public, and 
you, and I, have in government leaders and organ-
i zatiqns in general. One learns to mistrust 
authority, ANY authority. Unfortunate l y, to effect 
change in America, organizat ions and leadership are 
e ss entia l, and have been since the days when Al exis 
de Toc queville, the Fr enchman, visi ted the U. S . in 
the early 1800 1 s and commented on the number of 
organizations i n exi st anc e at the time . NAAFA was 
formed with the belief t hat only through an eff ect­
ive cent ral organi zation could the lot of fat 
people be improved. 

While NAAFA 1 s understaffed and overworked 
volunteer organization is far from being completely 
effective, it is an honest group of people who have 
an integrity that is sometimes missing in the gov­
ernmental structure of our country, and from many 
other organization s as well. Don 1 t unintentiona lly 
lose your faith in all organization s because of 
Watergate! ~-
