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OHIO LEGISLATION UPDATE 

. While the Oi1io Chapter was busily planning the 
1982 Convention, they were also hard at work pushing 
for anti-discrimination legislation in their home 
state. Here's an update of their progress. 

According to the Bountiful Buckeye Bulletin, the 
Ohio Chapter's publication, July/August 1983 issue, 

"Senate Bill No. 130 has passed the Ohio 
Senate: Under the leadership of Senator 
Michael Schwarzwalder the Bill was put to 
a second vote, after having been defeated 
by a tie vote." ... "This Bill, which bans 
discrimination because of height or weight 
will now go to the House of Representatives ... 
after it passes the House Committee." 

Ohio NAAFAns are urged to write their local Rep­
resentatives immediately. Other NAAFAns might want 
to ask any friends or family from Ohio to write also. 

The Ohio Chapter has incurred many expenses 
during this campaign ... printing, postage, etc. While 
no formal requests for funds is being made, anyone 
wishing to contribute funds for the specific pur-
pose of the legislation work, may do so by sending 
a check to the Ohio Chapter of NAAFA and marking it 
for the "Legislation Fund". [Mail it to P.O. Box 3024, 
Columbus, Ohio 43210 --Ed.] 

[It's worth noting that similar legislation, when 
introduced in other states, will be more likely to pass 
if the Ohio legislation is successful. According to 
Senator Schwarzwalder, lawmakers rely heavily upon the 
examples set by other states when considering new and/or 
controversial statutes. Thus, the examples of Michigan 
and Ohio could encourage such legislation elsewhere. 
For this reason, we urge NAAFA members everywhere to 
support the work of the Ohio Chapter. --Ed. J }f,..

I remember Dr .Bennett and Senator Schwarzwalder 's 
speeches ... and June Bailey's Keynote address combining 
to cover many facets of NAAFA's work: emotional sup­
port and acceptance, medical information and legisla­
tion . I developed a new respect for exercise from Dr. 
Bennett's words. LEARNING . 

I remember walking down a long hallway and be­
coming aware that there were two men walking about ten 
yards behind me. I did my usual "inner-freeze" con­
vinced that there were making jokes about me being fat, 
when I realized that I was at a NAAFA convention and 
that those men were members. If they were joking 
about me it wasn't about the size of my derriere.SAFETY. 

I remember the room parties, the visits with old 
friends and the many new people I met. FRIENDSHIPS. 

I remember watching Bill Fabrey tactfully con­
vince two size 5 Cambridge Diet Counselors that setting 
up shop in the hotel lobby to save all us misguided 
fat people might not be a really good idea . They left. 
AUTHORITY. 

But perhaps what I remember the best were the pool 
parties .. . the play . .. feeling like I haven't felt since 
I was a child. I remember so many people in the pool, 
all with arms around shoulders forming large circles 
of NAAFAns .. . for me, it was a giant hug ... a hug that 
lasted for hours. It brought me to a new level of 
acceptance of myself. 

I came home, sorry that it was all over so soon, 
but "recharged" for ano.ther year .. . until the next 
Convention, of course! 

Everyone has their own set of memories . . . some bet­
ter, some not as good as mine. They say that one pic­
ture is worth a thousand words. Whether that's true 
or not, I hope this Newsletter will evoke some of the 
memories for those who attended and spread some of the

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CONVENTION DIARY

FRIDAY, SEPTEMBER 3 

Registration officially opened at the Quarterdeck area. 
Not only was it a time for getting tickets and conven­
tion packets, but a good time for socializing ... waiting 
for old friends and meeting new ones. 

Friday was a day of publicity with the Publicity Com­
mittee arranging interviews and press coverage from 
8 AM until late in the evening. A number of radio 
interviews were given and television and press coverage 
was scheduled for the weekend. The press in Columbus 
was, for the most part, interested and very accommo­
dating.
